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Programming Assignment 1

Note: You need to COMPLETELY follow the instructions in this sheet.

Problem description

In this assignment, you are requested to write a program that can repetitively transform input nouns to their plural form. The transformation is based on the following standard English rules:
a. If the word ends in s, x, z, ch, or sh, add es to the word.

b. If the word ends in y and the y is preceded by a consonant, change the y to ies.

c. In all other cases, add just an s.

You can use the functions discussed in class and declared in genlib.h, simpio.h, and strlib.h. The source files for libraries genlib.h, simpio.h, and strlib.h are listed in the Appendix B of the textbook. You should turn in all the files you use except for those functions declared in the standard libraries of C. A sample of the output of this program is as follows:
