Honesty Solutions

Example

e Original: If the existence of a signing ape was unsettling for
linguists, it was also startling news for animal behaviorists.

e Unacceptable borrowing of words: An ape who knew sign
language unsettled linguists and startled animal behaviorists.

e Unacceptable borrowing of sentence structure: If the
presence of a sign-language-using chimp was disturbing for
scientists studying language, it was also surprising to scientists
studying animal behavior.

e Acceptable paraphrase: When they learned of an ape's ability
to use sign language, both linguists and animal behaviorists
were taken by surprise.
